Rube was an ordained Baptist minister who later progressed to
politics, serving as a spokesman and advisor to political candidates. He was
elected to serve on the Tangipahoa Parish Police Jury and was the first
Interstate Battery Distributor for southeast Louisiana. In his later years, he
traveled nationwide, monitoring safety, for several scaffolding companies.
Rube’s multitude of life experiences led him to form lasting friendships with
many superstars and state and national officials. Although he enjoyed the
spotlight and glamour, his heart was always with “his people” who he defined
as anyone he could help. Rube gave his time, energy, and heart to many
organizations and individuals by sponsoring and promoting fundraisers and
benefits.

He is survived by his daughter, Terri Bassemier and husband Adolph; four
granddaughters, Amanda McMahon, Kayla Stevens, Danielle and Kimberly
Bassemier; three great-granddaughters, Courtney and Summer Stevens, and
Natalie Pettigrew. Rube is also survived by his sister, Nancy Jane Thompson
and numerous nieces and nephews.

Keithen Rogers; parents, Rube Sr. and Minnie Rogers; three siblings, William
“Billy” Rogers, Douglas Raymond Rogers and Myrlyne Sanders.
