School who began his lifelong public service at the age of 27 in 1975 as
Justice of the Peace of Ward Four in Livingston Parish followed by being
elected by the citizens of Albany to serve as Police Chief in 1978 until his
passing. He led by example. He invested his energy into his family, his
community, and in its people. Values he admired: Integrity, Dedication, and
Loyalty.
